Therefore, I for myself and the Releasors hereby relinquish, release and/or 
waive any action against the Releasees for any personal injury sustained by me arising out of and/or in the course of the tournament whether as a 
result of any disregard and/or technical breach of the rules of the tournament or otherwise. 4. In addition, in the event of any action being 
commenced, the Releasors and myself hereby indemnify the Releasees against any cost and damages arising from or connected therewith. 5. The 
Releasees reserve the right to combine or cancel divisions if necessary. 6. I authorize whatever medical personnel  that may be present at the 
tournament to take any action necessary, should I become injured. 7. I further understand that tickets will be sold to spectators to watch the 
tournament; that news media and others may cover the tournament and that it may also be video taped or otherwise shown to audiences around 
the world.
